Senior Checklist
September 
· Look your schedule over carefully! Check with your counselor to be sure you are filling all graduation requirements. Take the most demanding courses you can handle. This is your last free year of education. Make the most of it!

· Throughout the year, stay informed of guidance activities, scholarship information, college/military rep visits, etc. through daily announcements and CCC boards posted outside the office.

· Use Career Cruising to research careers and colleges.  Update your EDP to be sure you receive specific information relevant to your career and college interests.

· Register for PrepHeadQuarters to track your transcript requests and application correspondence.

· Arrange for college tours and interviews.

· Talk to college and/or military reps who visit Blissfield.  

· Determine whether you will need to take the ACT again.  Registration information is available in the CCC.

 October

· Watch for scholarship opportunities in the CCC.  Visit the CCC or PrepHeadquarters (login required) regularly to view new opportunities. 
· Continue researching and visiting colleges and talking to college and/or military reps.

· Send for applications and begin to work on them. Keep track of deadlines, especially if applying early decision.

November 

· Continue researching and visiting colleges and talking to college/military reps. Work on applications. Deadline for early decision is generally mid-November. Allow two weeks for the guidance office to process your applications!
· If a college requires individual teacher recommendations, give them to the appropriate teachers along with stamped, addressed envelopes.

December 

· Most students should have made final decisions about where they will apply. Your life (and that of your counselor) will be easier if your applications are in the mail before Christmas vacation! Remember, applications must be in guidance 2 weeks before due date.

· Continue to apply for scholarships.  Watch for new arrivals in the CCC or on PrepHQ.

 January  -  March 

· Attend, with your parents, the Financial Aid Night at Blissfield High School. Topic: The FAFSA.  Time and date to be announced.

· Complete the FAFSA (actually your parents' responsibility, but you can help!) 

· Complete any other required financial aid forms. 

· Continue to apply for scholarships.  Pay close attention to submission deadlines.  Most scholarships have a deadline of the last Friday in March.

 April 

· Consider your financial aid packages; reply to all colleges that have accepted you.

 May 

· Complete exit survey on PrepHQ.  Be sure you have requested final transcripts to be sent over the summer.
