Blissfield High School was awarded a letter grade of B and made Adequate Yearly Progress
(AYP) in English language arts and mathematics during the 2010 - 2011 school year.
Additionally, one hundred percent of the teaching staff at Blissfield High School is “Highly
Qualified” as defined by “No Child Left Behind.” While we are proud to have achieved at
this level of excellence, we are continuously working to improve. We appreciate the

" continued support of parents, staff and our community in this effort.

State law requires that we also report the following information:

1. PROCESS FOR ASSIGNING PUPILS TO THE SCHOOL

Students are assigned to class and grade by the principal after consultation with
relevant staff. Blissfield High School also participates in the schools of choice
provisions in Section 105 and 105¢ of the State School Aid Act which are designed to
allow local school districts to enroll nonresident students and count them in
membership without having to obtain approval from the district of residence. Section
105 permits local school districts to enroll students who reside in other local school
districts within the same intermediate school district. Section 105¢ allows enrollment
of students who reside in school districts located in contiguous intermediate school
districts.

2. THE STATUS OF THE 3-5 YEAR SCHOOL IMMPROVEMENT PLAN

Having met the requirements established by the AdvancED Accreditation Commission and the North
Central Association Commission on Accreditation and School Improvement, Blissfield High School
has been fully accredited through June 30, 2015. The district was one of a select few in the state to
earn District Accreditation Status. Blissfield High School will continue to monitor progress and set
goals on an annual basis for its School Improvement Plan.

3. ABRIEF DESCRIPTION OF EACH SPECIALIZED SCHOOL
The students of Blissfield High School receive special education services through the Lenawee
Intermediate School District (LISD). In addition to the specialized schools, students receive
diagnostic testing, school psychology, school social work, physical and occupational therapy, career
technical education, special needs training and speech pathology services.

The Lenawee Intermediate School District provides educational services to students from birth
through age 26 who have severe handicaps. Students with severe physical, mental, emotional or
sensory impairments may receive their educational program at a classroom operated by the LISD.

Local districts also operate special education classrooms open to students from other districts.
Blissfield High School placed five students with Britton Schools during the 2010-11 school year.

The LISD operates the Laura Haviland Program for elementary, middle and high school students with
severe emotional and behavioral impairments. Two students from Blissfield High School attended
Laura Haviland during the 2010-11 school year.

In cooperation with the Lenawee County Probate Court, the LISD operates the juvenile education
program housed at the Maurice Spear Campus.

LISD operates special education classrooms in local districts including classrooms for students with
physical or other health impairments and hearing impairments in Madison; and classrooms for
students with cognitive impairments in Tecumseh and Adrian.

The LISD PREP Academy provides educational programs for teen parents from Lenawee County.
During the student's instructional program, childcare support is provided. One student from
Blissfield High School attended the LISD PREP Academy during the 2010-11 school year.

The LISD TECH Center offers career technical education programs for high school juniors and
seniors. Fifty-one students from Blissfield High School attended the LISD TECH Center or
participated in the co-op/work experience program during 2010-11. This equals 28.3% of the junior
and senior population for this school district.

The most recent follow-up of LISD TECH Center students (a 2010 study of 2009 graduates) showed
69.1% were continuing their education. Of those continuing their education, 68.5% were continuing
in a field related to their LISD TECH Center program. In addition, 74.2% were working (full-time or
part-time) with 11 reporting they were seeking employment. Of those working full-time, 58.3% were
in a field related to their LISD TECH Center program.



Blissfield High School students are eligible for College Courses/Dual Enrollment if they meet all the
conditions as outlined in the student handbook. The school district is required to pay the lesser of: (a)
the actual charge for tuition; or (b) the state portion of the students’ foundation allowance, adjusted to
the proportion of the school year they attend the post-secondary institution.

College Visits will be allowed for juniors and seniors. Students are allowed up to two days absence
cach year and the absences will be excused provided that the proper forms and notice be given to the
teachers and the office.

A High School College Readiness Letter has been sent to the Principal of each high school with at least one ACT-tested graduate.




ACT Research has shown that it is the rigor of coursework - rather than simply the number of core courses - that has the greatest
impact on ACT performance and college readiness. Figures 2 and 3 report the value added by increasingly rigorous coursework
in mathematics and science respectively.

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In order to ensure that all students are ready for college and work, an overview of vital action steps is provided.

College Readiness for All: An Action Plan for Schools and Districts

1.

Create a Common Focus. Establish collaborative partnerships with local and state postsecondary institutions to
come to a shared understanding of what students need to know for college and workplace readiness. Use ACT's
College Readiness Standards and the ACT as a common language to define readiness.

Establish High Expectations for All. Create a school culture that identifies and communicates the need for all
students to meet or exceed College Readiness Benchmark Scores.

Require a Rigorous Curriculum. Review and evaluate the rigor and alignment of courses offered and required in
your school in English, mathematics, and science to ensure that the foundational skills leading to readiness for
college-level work are taught, reaffirmed, and articulated across courses.

Provide Student Counseling. Engage all students in early college and career awareness, help them to set high
aspirations, and ensure that they plan a rigorous high school coursework program.

Measure and Evaluate Progress. Monitor and measure every student's progress early and often using college
readiness assessments like EXPLORE, PLAN and the ACT. Make timely interventions with those students who
are not making adequate progress in meeting college readiness standards.
