The Board of Education recognized elementary teacher, Cathie Lewis as the “District Employee of the Month” for her outstanding efforts and continual service to Blissfield Community Schools.

High School Principal, Chris Jones and High School Teacher, Justin Pooley provided the Board a demonstration on debate and forensics with High School students Riley Garno, Max Freeland and Brian Goetz.

It was moved by Lombard and supported by Carter to approve the resignation of Karen Wilson from her Elementary teaching position at the conclusion of the 2017-18 school year.  Karen has been a valued Blissfield Community School educator for the last 25.5 years.

The Board was given a brief update from Superintendent Johnson regarding the status of SRO in the district.  Chief Greenleaf has a few examples of Memorandums of Understanding he is taking to the Village Council first and then will present them to the Board for review.
Chief Financial Officer, Sharon Smith provided a budget update.
The Personnel Committee report was given by President Brewer.  Discussion took in regards to the High School Principal applications being reviewed, School Resource Officer, Assistant Principal/Athletic Director position and keeping CFO Sharon Smith for one more year while Kim Randolph finishes up classes.

The Finance Committee report was given by President Brewer.  CFO Sharon Smith went through the Budget Presentation that was given at the meeting, support staff budgeting and the need for an additional meeting in June to go over budgets for 2017-18 and 2018-19.  Discussion also took place regarding the School Resource Officer.

Cathie Lewis, Elementary teacher, addressed the Board stating that Blissfield Schools has a spectacular staff and Schools of Choice numbers continue to increase because of the teaching staff and they need to be treated as valuable members.  She would like to see the Board do the right thing during negotiations, think about the future and keep the spectacular teachers we have.

Superintendent Johnson informed the board of a letter included in the board packet regarding Athletic Director, Steve Babbitt and his 15 years in the position.  There were a few other informational articles, including a letter from the auditors stating when they will be here and the type of information which will be audited.  

It was moved by Lombard and supported by Wyse to enter into 
closed session at 8:18p.m. per Section 8(c) of the Open Meetings Act for strategy and negotiation sessions connected with the negotiation of a collective bargaining agreement if either negotiating party requests a closed hearing.
