It was moved by Carter and supported by Bettis to approve the minutes of the March 12, 2018 Regular Meeting.

Student Council Representative, Makenna Ricker informed the board on preparation for Teacher Appreciation Week, as well as planning for the senior breakfast. 
The Board of Education recognized bus driver, Diane Warner as the “District Employee of the Month” for her outstanding efforts and continual service to Blissfield Community Schools.

It was moved by Lombard and supported by Carter to approve the resignation of Cathie Lewis from her Elementary teaching position at the conclusion of the 2017-18 school year.  Cathie has been a valued Blissfield Community School educator for the last 22 years.

It was moved by Wyse and supported by Carter to approve 

payment of the March 2017-18 General Fund bills in the 
amount of $92063.35, and the General Fund bills paid since last 
board meeting of $853,343.93, Capital Projects of $2,165.97 and Sinking Fund of $667,500 for a total of $1,615,073.25.

It was moved by Carter and supported by Bettis to approve members of the Geography Club to travel to Italy during spring break 2020 if there is sufficient student interest.
Motion Carried.

It was moved by Lombard and supported by Abbott to approve continued participation as a “Schools of Choice” district during the 2018-19 school year under Section 105 and 105C.  Deadline for fall semester applications is September 7, 2018.  Applications will be accepted through Friday following the onset of second semester.  Schools of Choice student enrollment will remain unrestricted at each grade level.

Motion Carried.
It was moved by Wyse and supported by Carter that the pay to participate fees be reduced from $80 to $60 per high school sport and from $40 to $30 at the middle school level.  There will be no fee charged for a student participating in a third sport in the same school year.

Motion Carried.

Discussion took place regarding the current status of district-wide campus safety and security with regard to facilities, technology and personnel along with potential ways to improve.  The Board is requesting a special meeting be held with the Village Council and Chief Greenleaf to gather more detail information on the Village’s proposal as well as look at a potential plan put together from Administration, staff and public in regards to what they would like to see happen with safety and security at the district.
