	It was moved by Lombard and supported by Carter to approve the agenda.

It was moved by Carter and supported by Abbott to approve the minutes of the January 20, 2020 Regular Meeting minutes.

Student Council Treasurer, Alyssa Olson Thomas gave a brief update stating they are currently working on ideas for Teacher Appreciation Week, as well as, Senior Breakfast.

The Board of Education recognized Middle School teacher and Middle School wrestling coach, Ronnie Bechtol as the “District Employee of the Month”.

Food Service Director, Amy Yates gave a PowerPoint presentation on various things they are trying in the cafeteria to encourage more students to try the breakfast and lunches offered at school.

It was moved by Lombard and supported by Wyse to approve the resignation of Angie Smelser from her middle school teaching position.

It was moved by Lombard and supported by Bettis to approve the resignation of Amber Pieh from GSRP assistant teaching position.

It was moved by Wyse and supported by Carter to approve payment 
of the January 2019-20 General Fund bills in the amount of $55,628.98, General Fund bills paid since last board meeting in the amount of $862,723.05 and Capital Project bills in the amount of $25,530.06 for a total of $943,882.09.

It was moved by Carter and supported by Lombard to approve the NEOLA Policy revisions presented at the January Regular Meeting as well as PO3220, PO6800 and PO8400, which were corrected from January Regular Meeting.

It was moved by Wyse and supported by Carter to purchase a district electronic sign through New Signs Ohio, LLC for the cost of $27,463.00.

It was moved by Carter and supported by Lombard to approve the Letter of Agreement between Blissfield Community Schools and the Lenawee County Education Association Affiliated with BEA, MEA/NEA dated December 20, 2019.

Motion Carried.

Building and Grounds met and discussed summer projects, electronic sign bids, fire alarm and fob security systems as well as upgrades to the Media Centers, sinking fund options and gathering bids for the Elementary parking lot.
Finance Committee met and discussed the electronic sign bids and the Food Service Department.

LCASB representative Bettis stated that the LCASB had met and discussed election of new officers, Legislative Breakfast scheduled for May 15th, CTE funding options and how to get more students to apply for the scholarships offered through the LISD programs.

Anita Gozdziewski, resident of Blissfield and mother of a high school student, spoke to the Board regarding the recent incentive offered during exam time for high school students for their attendance.  Mrs. Gozdziewski expressed anger over this as her daughter has medical issues which will never allow her to be able to receive such an incentive.  Her daughter’s History teacher asked the students to write on a topic that angers them, and she chose to write about this attendance incentive.  Her teacher stated it was well written and she should share it with Principal Jones.  Mrs. Gozdziewski and her daughter are upset because after sharing her essay with Principal Jones, she has not received any response from him.
President Brewer thanked her for her comments and stated the incentive as a pilot program and is being reviewed.

Superintendent Riley updated the board on the reposting of the Intervention Specialist position; looking into what is needed to apply for a safety grant, as well as a STEM grant, which Gust Farms nominated the District for giving Blissfield access for applying for this grant; Board Retreat scheduled for February 26th from 5pm-8pm;   information on upgrading to a new finance and student data information system and the new requirements regarding how Professional Development will be handled.
