It was moved by Carter and supported by Abbott to approve the minutes of the November 20, 2019 Special Meeting minutes and the December 16, 2019 Regular Meeting minutes.

The Board of Education recognized GSRP Teacher Assistant, Leann Cole, as the “District Employee of the Month”.

Representatives from various school organizations participated in recognition of our board members for School Board Recognition Month.

High School Science Teacher, Loretta Cox and members of the BCS Robotics Team provided a demonstration and presentation on the progress they have made.

Elizabeth Keller, Co-President for Student Council gave an update on the activities and future plans of Student Council.

It was moved by Wyse and supported by Lombard to approve payment of the December 2019-20 General Fund bills in the amount of $858,019.31, December 2019-20 General Fund bills paid since last board meeting in the amount of $98,528.14 and Capital Project bills in the amount of $194,262.14 for a total of $1,150,809.59.

Elementary Principal, Linda Mueller presented a PowerPoint showing all the various activities that have been taking place at the Elementary School.

Finance Committee met and discussed a variety of items, such as, electronic sign bids, PTO donating $12,000 towards the new electronic sign, fab system, BEA Letter of Agreement, granting writing award proposal, State School Safety Grant, support staff discussion, Chromebook replacement plan, Food Service update, BELL Lab upgrades, weight room upgrades and budget presentations.
